Actually, . Some kinds of birds fly as fast as the Shinkansen. Some fly
more than 1,000 kilometers over the sea without resting. Some fly higher than the highest
mountains in the world.

Most birds changed their bodies to make flying possible through evolution. Now, they
have wings instead of arms. With powerful muscles, they can move their wings. Their
bones are lighter than the bones of other animals. Because of the unique power of flying in
the sky, they have had more chances to get away from their enemies, and to find enough
food. So, they have survived in this world.
